FOREWORD

he period of the reign of the last Emperor Nicolas II is one of the most interesting,

contradictory, multifaceted and tragic in the history of Russia. Born on the sixth

of May 1868, on St. Job the Martyr’s day, and being the eldest son of Alexander
Alexandrovich — heir to the throne and, later, Emperor Alexander III — he was ordained to rule
by the manifest signed by Alexander II on the day his grandson was born.

His origin, upbringing and excellent education developed and strengthened Nicolas’s belief
that the highest power of the Russian orthodox autocrat was given to him by the God Himself.
His faith in God and his belief in his duty to serve as a tsar were the basis of all his values.
Nicolas felt this certainty and his personal responsibility for the country throughout the whole
period of his reign, up to the last moments of his life.

When the mourning for Nicolas’s father Alexander III was over, the coronation of the new
Emperor was celebrated in May 1896 in Moscow.

To commemorate this event there was issued a rather large number of Coronation roubles
Nos. 53, 54. The large-scale festivities in Moscow were overshadowed by the tragedy on the
Khodynskoe field where 1,282 people were crushed to death in the rush to get their coronation
gifts. This incident turned out to be a kind of forewarning of the tragic events that followed in
Russia during the reign of the last monarch of the Romanov dynasty.

However, a closer look would reveal the following bricks that formed the shaky foundation
of Nicolas’s autocratic power:

Firstly, the system of the future tsar’s education was based, on the one hand, on patriarchism
and, on the other hand, on the most modern views at the time concerning history, economy,
finances, international law and military art encouraged by his teachers:

K.P. Pobedonostsev — High Prosecutor of the Holiest Sinod (1880-1905), an ex-reformer
and, later, a furious supporter of autocracy;

N.Kh. Bunge — an economist, academician of St. Petersburg Academy of Sciences, Finance
Minister (1881-1886), Chairman of the Cabinet of Ministers (1887-1905) who promoted the
policy of state financing and protectionism of the national industry;

V.0. Klyuchevsky — one of the most prominent Russian historians specialising in serfdom,
finances and historiography;

M.N. Kapustin — a lawyer, professor of the Moscow University, author of the first systematic
guides to the international law in Russia;

M.M. Dragomirov — an infantry general, Head of General Headquarters Academy, follower
of A.V. Suvorov as regards the issues of training and education of the armed forces;

G.A. Leer — an infantry general, Russian military theoretician and historian, correspondent
member of St. Petersburg Academy of Sciences, chief editor of The Encyclopedia of Military and
Naval Sciences and The Overview of the Russian Wars from Peter the Great lo the Present and of
other works.

Secondly, the geopolitical position of Russia as a Eurasian country: in the east the empire
was bordered by countries of the extreme feudalism (such as China and Japan) while to the
west capitalism in the European countries was developing fast.

This was also reflected in numismatics, since in the late 19th century some of the Russian
coins were struck at private mints in Western Europe (of this see below for more detail), while
in 1916 as Europe was engulfed by the fire of WWI, the Osaka Mint in Japan struck Russian
regular silver coinage of 15- and 10-kopeck denomination.

Thirdly, capitalist relations were developing in Russia itself. However, this development took
place only in the cities and certain industrial regions while rural communities and peasantry
were left in the patriarchal state.

Fourthly, the struggle for the new economic and political division of the world was still
going on which led to the Russian-Japanese War (1904-1905) and WWI (1914-1918).

And, finally, all those processes took place on the background of the revolutionary movement
both in Europe and Russia which in the end caused the collapse of the Russian monarchy and
led to the bloody Civil War. -

In numismatics the fall of the Romanovs is marked in a rather curious way — there
appeared rouble and poltina coins with an octagonal counterstamp which read Deposition of
the Romanovs’ House March 1917.

The history of these coins is virtually unknown. There is only a number of theories [22],
[39]. These sources show pictures of the rouble coin with a fake stamp. I.G. Spassky [30] briefly
mentions this counterstamp. Yet it is undoubtedly known that a 1898 rouble with the authentic
counterstamp was sold at an auction in 1931 [49] as unique (Lot 2034) for 300 Marks. This
price was comparable to that of 1896 25-rouble coin (Lot 1998) sold for 350 Marks, two 1896
imperials (Lot 1999) sold for 150 each or two 1897 imperials (Lot 2012) sold for 150 Marks
each. The auction was held in Frankfurt-on-the-Maine in 1931 where they sold duplicates from
the Hermitage collection [49].

“What is to be done?” asked N.G. Chernyshevsky in 1863.

Alexander II — the reformer tsar;

K.P. Pobedonostsev — High Prosecutor of the Holiest Sinod in the 1896 issue of the
Moscouvsky Sbornik [3];

Count S.Y. Vitte — a great reformer, Finance Minister in the late 19th and the early 20th
centuries, a supporter of the capitalist and constitutional way for the country;

P.A. Stolypin — Prime-Minister who carried out agricultural and local government reforms.
His credo was liberal reforms and strong power. His conviction that ... poverty is, in my opinion,
the worst form of slavery. 1t is ridiculous to tell these people about freedom and liberties is also very
much true today;

P.B. Struve — a singer of freedom and of spiritual renaissance of Russia;

constitutional democrats headed by P.N. Milyukov;

G.V. Plekhanov — a supporter of the economic struggle of the people for their rights;

A.E Kerensky — Chairman of the Provisional Government;

and V.I. Ulyanov (Lenin) — the bolshevik leader and a supporter of the violent overthrow
of the existing system.

This list could be made considerably longer. These were certainly polarised opinions and
the way they were realised was demonstrated by the ensued history of Russia. The key point,
however, was that the burden was borne by the multinational and multi-denominational
people of Russia which led to the problems of today.

PA. Stolypin was, probably, right to exclaim when concluding his speech in the State Duma:
“They need great upheavals, we need a great Russia”. All through the revolutionary disturbances
the Russian territory, population and wealth only decreased.

“God forbid you from being able to be born, live or die at the era of revolutions”. The author.

This catalogue is not aimed at analysing these theories and actions. However, by this
historical detour I intended to give the reader an idea of the background against which there
were established large numismatic collections and there were written comprehensive books on
Russian numismatics of the Imperial period (by such authors as A.A. Ilyin, H.H. Giel, LI Tolstoy,
Grand Duke Georgi Mikhailovich and others).

The Moscow Numismatic Society (founded in 1888) was still active, there were held
numismatic auctions, the Russian Society of Numismatists (founded in March 1911 in St.
Petersburg) was designed to address the real needs of amateur collectors.

However, the subsequent historical events — WWI and the 1917 Revolution — led to the
decline and, later, to the ban of private collections. In 1918 the government decreed to fully
prohibit this occupation.

As became evident later, many important collections were instantly scattered around the
world. Thus, we can say that both internal and external political and economic stability is a
necessary condition for a long and fruitful collecting activity.

Bearing in mind the above, the author’s aim is of 2 more modest nature — to draw the
reader’s attention to the development of the Russian financial system existing at the time
and, more precisely, to the science of numismatics reflecting the reality of the historical and
economic processes that took place in the late 19th and early 20th centuries.

The decision to write this catalogue was based on the fact that the present day numismatic
literature lacks any full or accurate description of the monetary system of Nicolas II. The
collectors’ guide written by H. Giel and A. Ilyin appeared in 1904 [6]. Subsequently, M. Garshin
[8] — a member of the Russian Society of Numismatists — somewhat expanded on the theme
in his List of Coins and Their Types in the Period of Reign of Nicolas Il published in 1916. However,
the picture was still incomplete.

Besides, in the Soviet times practical numismatics was hardly encouraged. As a result, there
were no new studies or publications on the subject.

A prominent researcher of the Russian monetary system V.V. Uzdenikov completed a titanic
task of systematising the Russian coinage. However, some of his descriptions of Nicolas II's coins

were somewhat inaccurate and incomplete. Those inaccuracies were passed from catalogue to
catalogue of later publications.

Based on the latest research of this period, in particular, by M.I. Smirnov — an archivist of
St. Petersburg Mint — and on his personal experience as a collector of Nicolas II's coins, the
author clarified the bulk of currently identified queries and errors as well as discovered some
new features.

The main advantage of the present catalogue is the fact that it is based on the actual
material, i.e. on the real coins circulating in the numismatic market of today and that,
unlike practically all the latest private publications (with a rare exception of the catalogues by
M. Dyakov), it is not a compilation of photographs and drawings.

The best example is the pictures of the 1917 set of copper 1-, 2-, 3- and 5-kopeck coins (Nos.
527, 528, 529 and 530) from the private collection of V.Y. Moskalenko. The 2- and 3-kopeck
coins of 1917 are currently unique and their pictures are published for the first time ever.

Besides, there is the unique example of ¥-kopeck coin of 1917 (No. 531). It was shown at a
numismatic exhibition held in March-April 2004 in St. Petersburg.

Logically, there must exist the full 1917 set of copper coins from 5 to % kopecks. So far, no
Vi-kopeck coin (No. 532) has yet been discovered.

It must be pointed out that in recent years the interest towards collecting Russian coins
has increased greatly. The reason for this lies, primarily, in the key changes undergone by
this country in the past decade or so, in the appearance of new historic publications® which
were strictly off bounds in'the Soviet Union as well as in the fact that practical numismatics
has become not only fashionable and prestigious but also profitable — means of long-term
investment. Besides, there is a considerable influx of Russian coins purchased at auctions in
Western Europe and Northern America. As a result, there is a greater demand for more accurate
information on the history and rarity as well as on the pricing of coins (i.e. on the state of the
Russian numismatic market).

The Russian government resolution on the abolition of customs duties on cultural valuables
imported into Russia as of 00%004 calls for cautious optimism which will be justified if its
implementation is not impeded by bureaucracy and corruption. In that case, in my opinion,
the range and opportunities of the Russian numismatic market will expand, and the interest
towards collecting and, in particular, towards numismatics and, as a consequence, towards the
whole culture and history of Russia will increase considerably.

Once again, I would like to point out that private collecting and the state of a numismatic
market depend primarily on political and economic stability. The true value of Russian coins is
still to be appreciated.

An example of this is 1 rouble of 1912 in its original box presented to Austen Chamberlain
by the State Bank of Russia. Our Response to Chamberlain (the British Foreign Minister in
1924-1929) — a popular saying in 1927 that was the Soviet reaction to the break-up by Great
Britain of diplomatic relations with the USSR — turned out to be not the first but at least the
second one. The first response was this modest but symbolic present made on 9th of April
1912 during the visit of the British parliamentary delegation to Russia for the purpose of talks
on the strengthening of the military and political alliance of the Antanta, the centenary of
which is celebrated in 2004. Historic value of such an item significantly exceeds its numismatic
estimate.

Before we proceed to the actual subject of the catalogue and in order to understand the
overall picture it would be feasible to look at the monetary reform of S.Y. Vitte (1895-1897)
which directly influenced the subsequent minting process.

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FOREWORD

First of all, we must point out the crucial role of the support given to the reform by the
Russian Emperor Nicolas I1. ‘T enjoyed the trust of His Majesty, — S.Y. Vitte writes in his Memoirs. —
It was due to bis will and support that I succeeded in this greatest reform.”

“Though, — he continues, — the whole of thinking Russia was against this reform: firstly, due
to ignorance in this matter; secondly, due to the force of babit; thirdly, due to self-interest, though
imaginary, of certain classes of the population.” [2]

The main aim of the reform was to establish a stable credit rouble rate on the basis of gold
monometalism, i.e. to change over to the gold standard.

This monetary reform developed by S.Y. Vitte’s main counsellors L.P. Kaufman, a professor of
the St. Petersburg University, and N.V. Kutler, Director of Finance Department, was characterised
by the utmost secrecy. The introduction of the mechanism for the conversion to the gold
standard received only a very small coverage in St. Petersburg newspapers.

The aim of such strategy was to make the reform as inconspicuous as possible for the
major part of the population.

The chosen way of conversion to the golden currency allowed to retain the previous
numerical denominations of all the monetary parameters, such as prices, tariffs, salaries, taxes,
liabilities or balances. There was no need to get used to new money, to re-calculate, to re-
evaluate contracts or to change price-lists. Writing about this feature of the reform in the Russky
Vestnik in February 1899 P.H. Schwanebach, a Russian economist and later the State Controller
of the Russian government, emphasized: ‘Uts formula was wonderfully successful: our rouble
remained a rouble; no re-evaluation of objects, obligations or services was needed but the unstable
and volatile rouble was turned into a steady and constant value.”

Thus, Russia strengthened its financial position in the world having painlessly converted to
gold currency which by that time was adopted by the majority of the greatest countries.

There is one more important detail. S.Y. Vitte, fully supported by the Emperor Nicolas
II, managed to split up the preparation and realisation of the reform that allowed to gain a
colossal amount of time. This is demonstrated by the diagram. The offensive was carried out
on all the fronts: the legislation, economy, diplomacy, propaganda, education and the minting
itself were affected.

It is the minting process that we shall discuss in greater detail as it is directly related to the
subject of this catalogue.

Firstly, Russian coins began to be produced at additional mints: the Paris, Brussels,
Birmingham Mints, the Rosencrants non-ferrous metals processing plant and the 5" Berlin
Mint (in order to test the use of various metals on the minting equipment to be supplied to the
St. Petersburg Mint).

Thus, some coins carry on the edge the marks of the Paris Mint — (%) and the Brussels
Mint — (*x) All the minting equipment was manufactured in St. Petersburg and shipped
to Paris and Brussels for operation.

Copper coinage was struck in Birmingham and at the Rosencrants plant with the mark of St.
Petersburg Mint (CIIB) (see the diagram). Besides, they were working on the modernization of
the minting equipment designed to strike regular coins from cheaper materials, such as nickel
and aluminium. As mentioned above, the equipment was tested at the Berlin Mint. However,
the project was never completed (see below for details).

Secondly, there appeared trial gold coins. In 1895 there were introduced new coins of
rouses with the denomination of 15, 10 and 5. Then, fearing a possible negative reaction of
the public to the new name (as mentioned above, the reform was to be inconspicuous), there
appeared imperials and balf-imperials which sounded more acceptable. However, they did
not meet the key requirement of the reform which was to decrease the credit rouble value
by one third against the value of the gold rouble. Thus, there appeared gold coins with the
denomination of 15 and 7 % roubles which reflected the actual financial situation at the
time.

The need for gold coins was immediate and enormous. So, as mentioned above, the St.
Petersburg Mint transferred some of its functions to other mints while the main part of its
equipment was used to produce gold coins.

And only after that, at the end of 1897 and in 1898 they began to strike 5- and 10- rouble
coins where the gold content was decreased by one third. Some of the wittiest members of the
metropolitan public called those coins matild’ors (after S.Y. Vitte’s wife) and vittekinders [5].

In this way the earlier devaluation of the credit rouble was finalised. Its gold content
corresponded to the degree of such devaluation (one third).

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FOREWORD

Thirdly, based on the results of the first Russian Census of the 1% of January 1897 and
following a powerful influx of the newly struck bank gold and silver coins, the governing circles
of Russia concluded that the financial market had been satisfactorily saturated with coins.

The economic crisis in Western Europe that also affected Russia, S.Y. Vitte’s retirement from
the position of Finance Minister in 1903, the war with Japan in 1904-1905 and the following
1905 revolution led to a sharp drop in the coin production which is demonstrated by the small
coin issues of the early 20™ century. Those coins became rarities of the Russian numismatics
(see the catalogue). Besides, the production of bank 25-kopeck coin stopped in 1902 and no
50-kopeck coins were struck in 1905.

The unease felt by the society in those troubled times led to the outflow of gold as repayments
on foreign loans and export of capital. The situation was aggravated by the Bolsheviks and,
in particular, by LD. Trotsky — one of their leaders and the Chairman of the St. Petersburg
Committee at the time — who called on the population to demand from the government all
kinds of payments in gold. This affected the volume of newly struck gold coinage that began
to decrease dramatically. From 1905 to 1908 practically no gold coins were struck. Therefore,
the 1906 5- and 10-rouble gold coins and 1907 5-rouble coin issued in tiny quantities (see the
catalogue) became great numismatic rarities.

Thus, the whole financial system of Russia, based on the gold standard found itself on the verge
of collapse. Only due to the great diplomatic efforts of the new Finance Minister V.N. Kokovtsev
and some political concessions, Russia managed to secure in April 1906 a substantial loan from
France and recovered from the blow. During the following three years — from 1906 to 1908 —
V.N. Kokovtsev licked the wounds dealt to the financial system by the turmoil of the preceding
period. The actual striking of gold coinage resumed only in 1909. V.N. Kokovtsev's motto was fo
live according fo one’s means — the task that he succeeded in as was demonstrated by no-deficit
budgets throughout the whole period of his ministerial activity [21].

In the atmosphere of this powerful pressure on the whole Russian financial and political
system there appeared a rouble that is impossible to find in any numismatic collection. It
happened at a session of the 3rd Duma when one of the deputies Count V.A. Bobrinsky, in order
to stress the right of the Duma to govern budget issues, suggested that the administrative costs
of one of the departments be cut by one rouble. The decision was passed and came to be known
as a constitutional rouble [1].

Fourthly, a previously unheard of 37 ¥:-rouble (100 francs) gold coin came into existence
in 1902. Its edge inscription carried the mark of the Paris Mint «%» — though it was struck at
the St. Petersburg Mint.

Due to the above reasons, this coin never came into regular circulation and became a
numismatic rarity. However, it became proof of the growing ties between Russia and France
and the tendency for the expansion of the Russian capital to Western Europe.

One curious detail is worth mentioning here: the portrait on Nicolas II's coins is facing
left — to the west, though the Romanovs’ portraits on all the coins — with the exception of the
first issues of Catherine I (1725-1726), the wedding rouble of 1841 and the jubilee rouble of
1859 — are facing right — to the east. S.Y. Vitte, who supervised the Mint, must have wished to
show the direction for the political and economic development of Russia, and he followed it
throughout the whole period of his stay in power.

Fifthly, even the abolition of constitution in Finland in 1899 and its following russification
were reflected in numismatics: the striking of gold coinage for Finland resumed in 1903 and the
striking of bank silver coinage — in 1905.

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Finally, the monetary reform was logically concluded by the decree On the Introduction of

the New Monetary Charter of 7™ of June 1899 which read, in particular, that:

e gold coinage shall be obligatorily accepted in all payments for unlimited amounts;

* bank silver coins (such as one rouble, 50 kopecks and 25 kopecks) shall be obligatorily
accepted by private entities in all payments not exceeding 25 roubles;

« the value of newly struck regular silver coinage shall be limited to three roubles per capita.

As became evident from the post-reform history, the changeover to the gold currency was,
for the most part, justified. At least, the new system proved to be sufficiently flexible and sound
to withstand such ordeals as the economic crisis of the early nineties, the war with Japan and
the 1905 revolution.

The minting during the reign of Nicolas II was characterised by the following:

Firstly, there appeared a large number of jubilee and commemorative coins described in
this catalogue. Some of them became numismatic rarities.

In my opinion, the appearance of all those commemorative coins is more than a simple
fact — it reflects the history itself, human relationships and the gratitude the ruling emperor
felt towards the following people.

His grandfather Alexander II. The 1898 commemorative rouble coin (Nos. 131, 132) depicts
the memorial to the martyred emperor that was consecrated in the same year and the portrait
of Alexander II who ordained him to rule [1].

His father Alexander IIL. The 1912 commemorative rouble coin (No. 430) depicts him
on a throne near the Cathedral of Redeemer that was built to mark the centenary of the
Russian victory in the Patriotic War of 1812-1814. Another rouble coin was struck in 1912 to
commemorate this war (N0.429). The obverse carries the Great Seal belonging to his great-
great-grandfather Alexander I the Liberator, the legend on the reverse can be translated as: The
glorious 1812 year is past but its deeds will persevere / 1912. That rouble was distributed mainly
in the army and in the navy. There also existed another, little known design for this 1912 jubilee
rouble. Its unauthorised draft is taken from literature [28].

The founder of the Romanovs’ dynasty Mikhail Fedorovich. The 1913 rouble (Nos. 453, 454)
carries portraits of Mikhail Fedorovich and Nicolas II symbolising the stability and continuity
of the 300-year long reign of that oldest European dynasty.

Finally, the Gangut rouble (No.472) was stuck in 1914 to commemorate the victory of the young
Russian navy over the Swedes. To coincide with the celebration the new dreadnaught Gangut was
commissioned. The fullest description of this rouble is given by Randolph Zander [22]: The portrait
is strong and simple, and the reverse carries an eagle at the same time traditional and innovative. In
his beak and talons the eagle holds four charts. The style is fresh, the allegory two centuries old, taken
froma 1711 ducat and a 1711 medal both displaying an eagle grasping the same four charts. In Peter’s
time the charls stood for Russia’s four seas — the White, the Ballic, the Azov, and the Caspian ...In 1914
the four seas more logically would have been the White, Baltic, Black and Pacific. It demonstrates the
expansion and strengthening of the Russian Empire over the centuries.

It must be said that the history of the Gangut rouble is full of uncertainty and secrecy.
The trial lead pattern had the initials of the engraver P.G. Stadnitsky (II.C.) on Peter the
Great’s sleeve.

However, the initials were removed from the coin as issued. The Gangut rouble was struck
in at least three stages. First, in 1914 there were coined 30,000 pieces, a small number of which
were reserved for some important clients of the Mint and other influentianl people. A year later
all the remaining coins were transferred to the Treasury. Then, in 1916 the Mint struck 300

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additional coins. According to R. Zander, 85 pieces were handed over to the Naval Staff, 50 — to
the secretary of the Grand Duke Sergei Mikhailovich, and the remaining 165 were kept in reserve
at the Mint. The 30,000 coins left untouched at the Mint for a while were melted down either
to produce decorations for the Russian armed forces fighting in WW1I or to strike the RSFSR and
USSR silver coinage in the 1920s [30]. The third order to strike the Gangut rouble was made in
1927 by the Soviet Philatelic Agency which had a commercial interest in the enterprise. The
quantity of those pieces is unknown but it must have been low. It is known, however, that the
Mint used the original patterns, dies and edge tools [25]. V.V. Uzdenikov quite rightly points out
that only the Gangut roubles struck by mixed dies (one side was proof, the other was not) can
be considered as novodels. See Nos. 473 and 474 in the catalogue.

Secondly, there were attempts to renovate the St. Petersburg Mint striking equipment and to
search for new and cheaper materials as well as new designs for regular coinage. For example,
in 1902 the St. Petersburg Mint produced a trial nickel alloy pattern of the reverse of 20-kopeck
coin (see No. 264 in the catalogue). The first drawings of newly designed regular coinage were
made by P.G. Stadnitsky already in 1908.

This project was never brought to life [28]. However, in 1910-1911 the Ministry of Finance
jointly with the Mint developed the programme for the introduction into circulation of nickel
coins. Thus, there appeared trial 1911 coins, 1916 nickel and copper coins that weighed less
and had a new design. As in the case of the Gangut rouble, we can see the involvement of the
Soviet Philatelic Agency that, following the demand of both the internal and external markets,
coined in 1927 novodels of the 1916 trial copper pieces by the original dies. [30].

All those trial coins became very scarce.

A few words on coin-like patterns (jetons) struck at the Berlin Mint in 1897-1898 (Nos.
102, 103, 126, 127, 128, 129 and 130).

The present-day literature (and, primarily, private editions) as well as some numismatists
treat them as trial coins. It is known, however [23], that they were produced at the testing of
the new striking equipment which was to be purchased by the St. Petersburg Mint. But their
design (the German eagle and the mirror legend) shows that these “coins” could by no means
circulate in Russia.

They would be best treated as a monument to the failed renovation project of the St.
Petersburg Mint. This project was developed at the very peak of the monetary reform of S.Y. Vitte
who was more concerned with the introduction of the gold standard.

Thirdly, worth mentioning are the small issues of the 1913 regular silver coinage with the
denomination of 20, 15, 10 and 5 kopecks. This was caused by the coining in 1913 of a great
number of jubilee roubles to commemorate the Romanov tercentenary. WW1 led to the gradual
disappearance of gold, bank silver and, finally, of regular silver coins. For the most part, regular
silver coins of 1913 and of later years are found nowadays in excellent condition. The 5-, 10-,
15- and 20-kopeck coins with the mintmaster’s mark of 95 — Elikum Babayants (Nos. 441,443,

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445 and 447) are great numismatic rarities. The 15- and 20-kopeck coins dated 1912 with the
mintmaster’s mark of BC — Victor Smirnov (Nos. 387 and 389) — the so called mismatches —
are even more scarce.

Some more comments on the catalogue

I would like to draw the reader’s attention to the modified data on the issues of regular
coinage that was taken from Under the Mark of St.Petersburg (CII5) — a book by M. Smirnov,
the archivist of the St. Petersburg Mint. I would advise everyone and, especially, beginner
numismatists to carefully study the preface to V.V. Uzdenikov’s book [24] where he says that
due to a number of reasons: “the data on coin issues cannot (with an occasional exception) be
used to determine the degree of rarity of individual coins, even more so, since they do not take into
account the existence of the most significant varieties of their appearance”. The present catalogue
takes this into account.

The best example of the above described in this catalogue is the 3-kopeck coin dated 1907.
Despite the fact that its issue was 2.5 million pieces, it almost never occurs in XF or better
condition. Nevertheless, no one has ever before specified it and a number of other coins as rare.

It must be emphasized once again that the degree of rarity of any coin depends on its condition
which is determined by two factors: the quality of its minting and the state of its preservation.
The degree of rarity in the catalogue is indicated not only by the corresponding abbreviations
and difference in prices but also by different colours. The better the condition — the rarer the
coin. The colour interpretation will help numismatists choose the appropriate price range for
their collections. In my opinion, the copper and regular silver coinage are still undervalued in the
modern Russian numismatic market though this situation tends to change already.

Special attention is paid to the edge legends on the coins of this period for the following
purposes:
 to help to distinguish between authentic coins and forgeries (especially, of commemorative

coins) widely occurring in the numismatic market;

« to fill in the existing gap in the studies on the subject of edge legends on Nicolas II's coins;
« to explain to the reader that the edge is the third side of a coin and its defence against
forgery.

There is also a fourth side to the coin — your knowledge on the subject.

In his Materials for the History of the St. Petersburg Mint [10] A.G. Redko, the Head of the Mint
from 1905 to 1911, writes about a large number of counterfeit Russian coins. For example, the
Mint annually investigated up to 27,000 cases of dubious coins that usually came in large batches.
It seems that 5-rouble, 1-rouble and 50-kopeck coins with a smooth edge and the obverse/reverse
180° orientation (the so called perevertyshi) were considered dubious and were to be melted
down. This seems to be confirmed by the following facts. H.H. Giel and A.A. Ilyin did not specify
them in their 1904 catalogue [6], and V.1 Petrov in his 1900 Catalogue of Russian Coins [26] wrote
that roubles with a smooth edge, perevertyshi were not at all considered rare as they occurred
widely. However, M. Garshin in his 1916 list of Russian coins [8] paid due attention to those pieces.
At present coins with a smooth edge and perevertyshi are numismatic rarities.

When talking about edges it is necessary to destroy the myth of the so called birdies in edge
legends on the sample coinage of the Brussels Mint. In reality, a detailed examination shows
that these birdies are nothing but the stars distorted by striking. They should be treated as a
certain type of a rather rare edge legend.

Besides, the 2 Y5-imperial pieces (25- and 37 ¥%- rouble coins) described by V.V. Uzdenikov
as struck at the Paris Mint (since they have % on the edge) were in reality produced in St.
Petersburg (see an article by M.I. Smirnov [38]).

To complete the picture, let me refer to several little known facts from the history of
Nicolas II's monetary system.

In 1915-1918 the Russian government filled an order of Persian silver coins for a total of
several million roubles to provide with cash the Russian Expedition Corpus in Iran [28].

During WWI, from 1916 onwards in the Russian territories of Poland and the Baltics occupied
by the German army there circulated smooth-edged metallic tokens struck in Germany at the
Berlin Mint (the letter “A”) and at the Hamburg Mint (the letter “J”).

The last rouble of the Romanov era was struck in 1915 (No.479) in an improbably low quantity.
The history of this coin is as mysterious as the history of the Gangut rouble. The production of
a rouble coin at that period was by no economic or financial means feasible. It was the second
year of WWI, and the gold and silver coins, due to the reasons described above, had almost gone
out of circulation. However, two artillery units, in celebration of their centenary, ordered the

rouble from the Mint for distribution among their enlisted personnel. The Hermitage received
its proof specimen straight away. The remaining pieces, as suggested by L.G. Spassky [30], were
never claimed by the customer and were handed over by the Mint to the Treasury. Later on, the
majority of the roubles dated that year were sent by the Soviet government to the pressed for
cash Far Eastern Republic recognised on the 14 of May 1920. The roubles were absorbed by the
local population, and gradually found their way to far-eastern collections. These are the authentic
pieces as opposed to the novodels ordered by the Soviet Philatelic Agency from the Mint in
1927 for trading them both inside the country and abroad. The novodels are indistinguishable
from the authentic coins. As L.G. Spassky put it [30], the 1915 rouble can be considered the last
commemorative rouble of the whole reign of the Romanov dynasty.

Practice has shown that it is much more difficult to find regular coins in UNC condition
than the same coins as proof specimens. This is particularly true of the regular silver and copper
coinage of the late 19 century.

I would like to reiterate that from the period of Peter the Great all regular coins, with
the exception of those coins that were banned from circulation on tsars’ orders or those
coins that were melted down or re-struck, were legal tender of every-day use throughout the
whole Romanov reign and later. Such state of affairs helped both prominent and unknown
collectors, including LI Tolstoy, the Grand Duke Georgi Mikhailovich and others build up
worthy collections of Russian coins, some of which survived till the present day in spite of all
the calamities of the 20" century and earlier periods.

It must be understood that numismatics is always fraught with doubts — about the
authenticity, value and state of preservation of a purchased piece as well as about its liquidity
in any force-majeure.

Serious numismatics is the destiny of passionate and strong, clever and cunning, honest
and devious, ambitious and, in many respects, selfish but wise and, definitely, extraordinary
and astute people. This quiet and inconspicuous hobby conceals powerful passions, tragedies,
disappointments, unexpected fortune and fierce, all-consuming joy — a rush of adrenalin.
Numismatics is boundless. It is a never-ending quest. You will never want to reach the summit,
as the next step is always a step down. There are two tragedies in life — to fail to fulfill one’s
deepest wish and to fulfill it. Money in this case is both the means and the goal. Quantity is
transformed into quality. By studying coins — silent but meaningful witnesses of the past — one
can discover details of history never to be found in any textbook.

Numismatics is full of disappointments and successes, losses and discoveries, its nature is
democratic — among numismatists age and social differences cease to exist, what’s left is the
hobby. Numismatics is history and diplomacy, it is a whole life with its own laws and rules.
Numismatics is a destiny.

I earnestly hope that the present catalogue will help the reader untangle the complex
labyrinth of this particular period of the Russian numismatics, do away with the many myths
and eradicate doubts — it is not sorrow that tortures us — the worm of doubt gnaws at us (the
author) as well as follow the chosen path.

e USD — the top line of Columns 11-15 (currently, USD 1 = RUB 29; 1 kg of sugar = RUB 19;

1 kg of salt = RUB 5; 1 kg of bread = RUB 8, 0.5 1 of vodka = RUB 100)

» Alternative Unit — the bottom line of Columns 11-15.

The alternative unit is based on the constantly changing value of the popular and fairy
frequently occurring Romanov Tercentenary rouble in XF, embossed (No. 454).

For the most part, the more experienced numismatists are guided in their valuations by the
prices given by A. Ilyin, H. Giel and Count L Tolstoy [6, 7]. Their collectors’ guides were more or
less objective at the time, and the prices were quoted in Nicolas II's roubles that reflected the
reality of the late 20™ century. Since then the world and Russia, in particular, has lived through
great upheavals. )

The numismatists of today, living in a different political and economic situation, need more
accurate, comprehensible and objective price-forming reference points. In my opinion, the
alternative unit can be such a reference point for the assessment of quality and the degree
of rarity of coinage minted not only during the reign of Nicolas II but throughout the whole
Russian Imperial period. Anyway, it is food for thought.

Let us call this alternative unit

1KV
i.e. currently 1 KV = USD 50
(the value of the Romanov Tercentenary rouble
in XF, embossed).

As the value of the Romanov Tercentenary rouble changes, so do the value of KV and the
price of other coins. Thus, it becomes possible to monitor the dynamics of the numismatic
market.

Question: How can we estimate the value of a coin if the price of the Romanov Tercentenary
rouble changes?

Answer: For example, the catalogue price of coin “M” is USD 1,500 or KV 30. The price of
the Romanov Tercentenary rouble increases by USD 10 and equals USD 60. 1 KV would equal
USD 60 and the new value of coin “M” would be USD 60 x KV 30 = USD 1,800, i.e. it increases
by USD 300.

The price in KV remains unchanged but there is an increase in its monetary equivalent.

This is, certainly, rather conditional as everyone is free to choose for himself the system of
evaluation. After all, the price is determined by offer and demand. However, the introduction
of the unit of KV reflects the reality of the early 21 century. It is a question of time whether it
will be used.

At the end of the catalogue there is a rating of the regular coinage, including coins struck
for Finland, by denomination. The rarest coin of the denomination is listed as number one,
numbers grow as the degree of rarity decreases. This is done for the first time ever.

The rating is based on the algorithm developed by the author who considered the coinage
statistics, the number of coin variations for each mint year and the time of coin circulation and
who adjusted it by taking into account his own collecting experience.

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CONCLUSION

he present catalogue is not a mere list of coins belonging to the period of Nicolas

I's reign though it is its main aim. However, using the example of real coins I also

attempted to demonstrate the influence of historic, political and economic events
over the whole monetary system of Russia of that period which was insufficiently studied from
the point of view of numismatics. Besides, I would like to offer for consideration a new price-
forming unit of 1 KV that reflects the present state of the numismatic market and predicts
its development by using more objective criteria. The catalogue also contains ratings of the
regular coinage and its colour interpretation.

It is difficult to overestimate the importance and historic consequences of the reign of the
last Romanov emperor. In order to see the future and to understand the present it is necessary to
look into the past. The events of those years resemble, in many respects, the present, especially,
the 90s. We found ourselves at a higher curve of the history spiral. Life has demonstrated how
little we have learnt from the century-old lessons, though it would be worthwhile to study in
greater detail the strategy of the monetary reform.

Let this catalogue of real coins — monuments of that era — be a practical lesson and not
just light reading. Let every coin purchased by you not only enlarge your collection and increase
your wealth but also add to your feeling of involvement in the Russian history.
